CELL PHONE POLICY
Students are permitted to carry a cell phone on the trip, however; conditions go with this privilege.  Please read the following rules carefully then sign and return this to the school. 
1.    Students must register their cell phone with the trip coordinator.  A list of cell phone numbers will be complied for security.  This list will be kept confidential for use by the trip coordinator and other district agents and will be destroyed after the trip.
2.  Cell phones may NOT be used for idle conversation between students at any time on the trip in any location including the bus and hotel.  Permission to carry cell phones is granted ONLY as a need for students to maintain contact with home or to take pictures when appropriate.  Student-to-student communications is distracting and can be disruptive.  It can be dangerous if a student is not paying attention on the streets of Washington.   There is NO texting permitted at any time.
3.  Cell phone cameras can be used where appropriate.  In Federal buildings where photographs are prohibited, cell phone cameras cannot be used.
4.  Prior to certain segments of our itinerary, students will be asked to turn off and present their cell phones to their chaperones.  The cell phones will be returned later.  Parents needing to make emergency contact can use my cell number during that time to get in touch.   Students can call parents between 6PM and 7PM for a casual conversation.
A major reason why our school receives deep discounts for tickets is the reputation we have for being well-behaved.  This includes not using cell phones during a show or on tours.  Ushers and tour guides have told me many stories where school groups have been ejected because they will not discontinue texting or calls during a performance or tour.  Not having cell phones available to students at that time eliminates that issue.
5.  The school district is not responsible for the loss or theft of a cell phone.  Cell phones are easy target for thieves.  It would be wise for students to keep them out of sight.  When chaperones are in possession of the student’s cell phone, the cell phones will be properly secured.

If a student does not follow these guidelines…


-  The cell phone will be confiscated.  


-  There will be NO “second chances” or “warnings.”  


-  The cell phone will be returned to the parent at the end of the trip

-  Further disciplinary action will result upon our return
The privilege of bringing a cell phone on a school trip carries these responsibilities.  If you have any questions about these guidelines, please contact me at the school
