Elope   	rom ontlopen (run away) 
Excise  	from excijs, apparently altered from accijns (="tax")


Furlough    	from verlof ("permission to leave")


Geek   	from geck (gek) ("fool")
Grab     	from grijpen ("to seize, to grasp, to snatch") 


Harlem  	named after the city of Haarlem near Amsterdam
Hoboken   	named after the town Hoboken


Iceberg    	from ijsberg (literally ice mountain)


Jeer   	from gieren "to cry or roar"


Kill (body of water)   from kille (literally "riverbed") 
Kink   		from kink referring to a twist in a rope 
Knapsack  	 	from knapzak (snack + bag)
Knickerbocker    	The pen-name was borrowed from Washington Irving's friend Herman Knickerbacker, and literally means "toy marble-baker." Also, descendants of Dutch settlers to New York are referred to as Knickerbockers and later became used in reference to a style of pants

Yankee  	from Jan Kees, a personal name, originally used mockingly to describe pro-French revolutionary citizens,  then for "colonials" in New Amsterdam. Nowadays it commonly refers to Americans.
