I  French Exploration of the New World

A. Jacques Cartier (1535)

1.   Cartier was sent by the King to find “The Northwest Passage” to the East

a. The Northwest Passage was an all-water route through North America to the East

b. Cartier discovered New Found Land in 1534

c. On his second voyage, he sailed down the St Lawrence River’

     2.     Cartier’s explorations gave France a claim to this area

B. Samuel Champlain (1603)

1.  In 1603, Champlain came to settle in the French territory

2.  Champlain built a trading post called Quebec in 1608

      a.  The Indians traded furs with the French

b.  Indians helped Champlain map the area

C. Pere Jacques Marquette and Louis Jouliet

1.  These men led expeditions from Quebec into North America

      2.  The explored the river the Indians called “Mich Sippi”

D. Sieur de LaSalle 

1.  He believed a series of forts on the Mississippi River would  

      strengthen  France’s claim to the area

2. He sailed down the Mississippi River and claimed all the land on either side

   a.  upon reaching the mouth of the Mississippi River, he named  

        all the lands he claimed for France after King Louis, calling it   

        “Louisiana”

b. He then sailed back up the river towards Quebec

3. LaSalle went into the Gulf of Mexico to find the mouth of the Mississippi River, but his crew refused to go any further
II  English Exploration of the New World

A.  John Cabot  (1497)

1.   Giovanni Caboto was hired by Henry VII to explore the East coast  

      of the New World

a. He landed on the East coast for England

b. He never returned from his third voyage

     2.  Cabot’s exploration uncovered vast fishing region known as the 

    the “Grand Banks”

 B. Francis Drake

1.  Drake was a “buccaneer” who robbed Spanish gold ships

a. The Spanish hunted him as an outlaw

b.   Drake provided much of his share to the Queen of England

      2.  The Voyage of The Golden Hind


a.   From 1577 to 1580, Drake sailed his ship around the world

b. The voyage matched the voyage of Magellan

c. Upon his return, he was “knighted” by the Queen

3.   War with Spain

a.  In 1588, King Philip of Spain sent his armada (navy) to 

 invade and destroy England

· The Armada carried an invasion force

· The Queen recalled all sailors including Drake to help

b.   Spanish ships were wrecked by a storm (“Protestant winds”)

c.    England’s sailing tactics helped turn back the Spanish fleet
