Tudor England

I.   Henry VII  becomes King (through victory in battle) 


A. England fought a civil war for control of the country

B. Henry Tudor marries Elizabeth (rival)

1. They have seven children / four survive

a. Margaret

b. Mary

c. Arthur

i. Marriage was arranged to Catherine of Spain 

ii. He dies at 16

d. Henry

i. Becomes the heir to the throne when his brother Arthur dies

ii. Marriage to Catherine arranged 

2. Henry becomes King

                   1.  Catherine of Aragon

a. Daughter of Ferdinand and Isabella

b. Married for political reasons

c. Unable to provide Henry with a son

i.      Henry (child) dies at 2 months

ii.      Several miscarriages

iii.      Mary

d. Henry seeks a divorce / permission from Rome

e. When Pope refuses, Henry starts his own Church

i.      Church of England

ii.      Henry is head of the church

f. Divorce is held in open trial and in an   

    embarrassment for Catherine

                   2.  Anne Boelyn

a. Worked in the Royal Court

i.      Henry had an affair with her sister

ii.      He flirted with Anne

iii.      Sought to marry her and divorce Catherine

b. Married Henry/ crowned Queen


c. Produced no male heir

i. 2 miscarriages

ii. Elizabeth

d. Executed for adultery and treason (both false)

                   3.    Jane Seymour

a.  Married Henry within 24 hours of Anne’s execution


b. Produced  a son

i. Henry

ii. Died 2 weeks after giving birth

                   4.   Anne of Cleves

a.   Married Henry as a political arrangement (France)


b.   Divorced after Henry got tired of her

5.   Katherine Howard

a.   Worked in the Royal Court

i.       Extremely young (19) and attractive

         ii        Henry was “rejuvenated”

b.   Was executed for adultery

5.   Katherine Parr

a.     Married Henry 18 months after Katherine Howard  

       was executed

i.       Though she was young, Henry was ill

         ii        She took carte of Henry and his children

b.    She outlived Henry and later re-married
